Act I (Rev. 12:1-6) "Demon"

·  [talking to self] "Aghhhh. We should have known...we had always wondered what His plan was (knew it would be in Israel), but we couldn't have guessed he would try to smuggle himself into OUR domain by the most debased way possible--even by our standards--Childbirth!!!

· [Phone rings]

· [talking on phone] It wasn’t my fault! We had Him! I saw! We were dispatched to Bethlehem as soon as we got the Intel from headquarters-I was the first one to lead a legion to the stable—I had wanted revenge for our Father below since we were all thrown to earth—And we saw her. That stupid whore was lying there in a barn. Whorish woman & a whorish nation.
· Herod was supposed to take care of this

· But it was too late. The Christ came.

· Herod failed to kill him as a baby. (Never send a man to do a demon’s job)

· The new orders from our Father below:

· We will infect one of his own humans, and kill him as a man

· I hear the Romans have an exquisite form of torture, not unlike our own methods, yet with much to be desired
· Once He is dead, His followers will not withstand our accusations

· Ex…

· Jess (college freshman who cuts herself—no one will listen)

· James (24 year old who is enslaved to porn—wont tell anyone)

· Jenn (molested as a child—blames herself)

· To render humanity in such a broken state would be music to the ears of our Father below
· This is a hellish plan that cannot possibly fail…

· We will murder the Son of God, and we have home court advantage!

· What if it doesn’t work? Disaster! 

· I’ve seen that of which Jesus is capable.

· We HAVE to be successful

· You know what those pukish trolls say, “Dead men tell no tales”

· Dead He will be, and all the world see, who the god of this world really is

[worship]

Colossians 2:15

"When He had disarmed the rulers and authorities, He made a public display of them, having triumphed over them through Him."
Act II (Rev. 12:7-12) "Michael"

· [talking to congregation] "Sup! FYI, I'm bigger than this in real life. I just thought I'd show up a bit smaller. In the past, anytime me or one of my boys would manifest in full form, you silly humans would fall on your face and worship us. (ex: John)

· "Do not do that; I am a fellow servant of yours and your brethren who hold the testimony of Jesus; worship God.” (Rev. 19:10)
· I know we’re big, but are you kidding me?! Do you know what happens in the realm of heaven 24/7?? Angels cover their eyes in the presence of Jesus." (Hebr.1:6 “And let all the angels of God worship Him!)

· Anyway…the Christ was successful in invading earth on the day that you all celebrate Christmas.

· Satan caught wind of this, and enacted a scheme…

· You see, all of you are sinners. For Satan to destroy you is a lot easier than you think…all He would need to do is accuse you before God—Satan is the accuser of the brethren (10)—and God by virtue of His justice would have to pour out His wrath upon you. 

· It’s not all about you however.

· Satan had already tried to usurp God by taking the throne…

· Now that Satan is doomed, the only way he can hurt God is by destroying God’s favorite creation: you

· This is where XMAS comes in…


· Jesus didn’t just come to do good things, He came to die
· All thought He came to conquer, so in death He had the appearance of failure

· But His birth wasn’t supposed to precede a “rod of iron”, but a tree of suffering

· Christmas is the stage for a decisive battle that would end with Christ being crucified, and give Satan the impression that he had won.

· But it was on the cross that Jesus manhandled Satan
· By suffering God’s wrath in your place, he did the unthinkable: made sinners righteous while upholding God’s justice…. that’s why Paul called it “to the praise of the glory of His grace, which He freely bestowed on us in the Beloved”
· But His death was not the end…

· He would suffer for your redemption, yet rise in glory to hand everything He aqcuired to His Father, including you

· I just came from the aftermath, a battle with a slightly infuriated Devil (9)

· But Satan was already defeated long before I got to him. I just had to sweep around pieces, until I heard the finality of Heaven’s pronouncement…

· "Salvation and the Kingdom belong to our God and the authority of His Christ have come" (10)

· As if he wasn’t humiliated enough, Satan gets kicked around even more...by you (11)
· And that’s why I’m here at Adorn…to tell you of the power you’ve inherited. 

Saints of God, you are hereby free forever from the accusations of Satan. And you have been given unfathomable authority over the powers of darkness… 

· [Scroll] … overcame him because of the blood of the Lamb and because of the word of their testimony
· We angels trip out over you (What is man; long to look) ( do you think of salvation often??

· Be alive this Christmas
· Do not love your life even when faced with death, for by Jesus death, you have been brought to true life
· But woe to you on earth and sea who live for yourselves, because the devil has come down to you, having great wrath, knowing that he has only a short time (12)
· He will live his life in such a way as to make use of his short time
· Saints, I suggest you do the same
Christmas marks the day that the Almighty looked upon your broken estate, and stormed in on the scene, declaring “THIS IS ENOUGH!” 

· Am I not a ministering angel, sent out to render service for the sake of those who will inherit salvation?
My service is to tell you:

Not even my sword is sharp enough to break the chains that hold you. But there is a sharper sword.

The one that pours forth from the mouth of Jesus Christ, the Captain of the Host of Heaven.

And He has invaded Earth, cloaking himself in human flesh, and earthly humility, so that He can raise you up in power.

Peace be with your souls tonight.
Theme of Act I: The incarnation of Jesus Christ (v5) was the turning point in history that would lead to a decisive battle (v7)
Theme of Act II: Satan is defeated (v9), and forever dismantled as the accuser of God's people (10). The battle to which Christ's birth led, was ultimately won at the cross (11a), and we inherit the right to walk in that victory through his finished work, and our continuing evidence of His victory (11b). Therefore, Satan is all the more eager to destroy those who are unaware, because he knows his short time slot (12).
